The demand for skilled 

workers in science, tech-

nology, engineering, and 

math (STEM) is closely 

linked to global competi-

tiveness. How can coun-

selors (and those advising 

students) inspire students 

to solve problems while 

promoting STEM ca-

reers? 

There is a lack of gender 

and ethnic diversity of 

students entering STEM 

educational programs and 

career fields present addi-

tional challenges.

Get feedback 

 If you can’t find a teacher to 

read your scholarship essay, 

find an adult or even a peer 

who will. They can tell you if 

it’s cohesive, if the piece di-

rectly addresses and proves 

your thesis and if a judge will 

like it. Scholarship judges are 

people just like your parents 

and teachers so any feedback 

they can provide you with is 

invaluable. The editing pro-

cess can be tedious but it al-

ways pays off.
