Basic electricity through vocational school, apprenticeship program or on-the-job training.  Must possess a valid driver’s license and meet the requirements to operate a university vehicle.  May be required to obtain CDL license within six months of employment.

Work may be hazardous and in undesirable environments.  Emergency callback after hours and on weekends.  Exposure to high voltage, confined spaces, and high elevations.
