Scholarship Application Guidelines

The scholarship will be awarded on the basis of financial need as well as academic record and promise that participation will be mutually beneficial to the student and the program.  Among the criteria for amounts awarded are: the number of applicants, the apparent financial need in each case, the timeliness and thoroughness of the application, and the total cost of the study abroad program.  The awards cannot be given in cash.  The amount of the scholarship will be deducted from the recipient’s final program payment.  
The scholarship applicant should meet the following criteria:

1. Be a full-time student in good academic standing at MSU
2. Have a complete CCSA application submitted online to the Study Abroad Office by the program deadline date
3. Have an overall grade point average of 3.0 or better
4. Submit a completed scholarship application online by the application deadline
Application Guidelines

Applicants are responsible for providing the Study Abroad Scholarship Committee with all information required by the Committee. This includes:

· Financial Statement with approval from a Financial Aid Officer and any additional financial information that would assist the committee in establishing need;

· Two essays, 500 words or less, which answer the questions: 

· What is the one achievement you are most proud of?
· How do you foresee participation in this program affecting your academic, personal, and career goals? 

· An unofficial MSU transcript from MyGate.

Information provided by the student is kept completely confidential. 

Scholarship Committee decisions are final and confidential.
ALL application materials MUST be submitted online by the scholarship deadline 
to be considered.
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
