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REGISTERING FOR CLASSES

• You may register using Racer-Touch at 270-809-3500 (You must use a Touch-Tone© 

phone line.) 
• Press 1 to Schedule. 
• Enter your social security number and date of birth as instructed. 
• Choose a term:  Press 1 for Fall  

    Press 2 for Spring  
    Press 4 for Summer  

• Press 1 to schedule (first time each term) 
• Enter and confirm each entry number. 
• Listen for your schedule. 
• * Listen for confirmation statement: "You are now scheduled for ..." Do Not 

Hang Up! 
• Enter billing information such as whether you would like a parking tag, yearbook, 

etc.
