Admission Requirements:
· Admission to the program requires a valid teaching certificate and admission to the Murray State University Graduate School.
· The teacher certification requirement for admission to the program may be waived with the understanding that completion of the program will not certify one for the Literacy Specialist Endorsement (Grades P-12) or as a classroom teacher in Kentucky.
· Prospective and current candidates may request course credit towards a course of study in recognition of Prior Learning. Candidates may earn up to 12 hours of course credit for relevant experience. 
· These credits are considered with documentation of the prior learning and $250 processing fee for 3 credit hours.


Program Completion:
· Requirements for the program must be completed within eight years from the time a student initially enrolls in any course applicable to the program
· G.P.A.: 3.0 on 4.0 scale with no grade lower than a “C”
· Student Teacher Vouchers for hosting student teacher candidates may be applied toward (1) 3-credit-hour tuition course (if not expired)
· Can be completed through distance learning
· Finish in as little as 5 semesters

To obtain a Supervisor of Instruction certification, the candidate must take the following additional courses and pass state required assessments, such as the SLLA 6990:
ADM 601, ADM 672, ADM 631, and ADM 682
